Dear Hans,

Thanks for your e-mail and the interest you have show in the history of the Leib(b)randt family in Poland. I will try to help you as far as possible. Unfortunately I speak only Polish and I am thrown back on the courtesy of the person who translates this letter.

On the page 88 it is written:


“Refers to the next page

x After the third partition of Poland Mazovia, together with Bialystok and Suwalki, was under German rule. Between 1795 and 1807 these areas were covered by the German record and after 1807 – by the Russian”

On the 89 page it is written:

Attention: Christian had many children. In the register of the deceased there is, by the surname of his son, a small note saying “in Russia”. One of his sons Andrzej died as a child, the next son born on 18 October 1783, also named Andrzej, emigrated to Russia. One of the brothers Johann Jakob emigrated on 19 April 1831 to America together with his wife and six children. Christoph Frydrych also emigrated to America. Christian died in Klein Ingersheim

Page 90, V th generation

Jakob Jonatan came to Poland in 1803/4 r.

All persons mentioned on the pages 91 – 98 are his descendants.  

Page 91, VI th generation

The couple Andreas and Christina supposedly had fifteen (15) children. About this couple and their children dr Romer wrote.

Heinrich, born on 1 February 1826 is my greatgreatgreatgrandfather. I am sending you the photo of his grave on the cemetery in Stara Iwiczna. I fund this grave in September 2005 I am also sending the photos of marriage certificates of Andrzej (born 1814) and Gottfrid (born 1816) 

Please note that in the certificate No 22 the surname of the groom is transcripted Leybbrand and in the certificate No 21 - Leybrandt

On the page 91 there are data of the three sons only. I am still trying to find the data regarding the rest of the children of Andrzej and Christina.

Page 98

Johann born on 7 December 1901 is my grandfather. Before the Second Word War He had sweet shop in Warsaw on 40 Prosta Street. 

The descandants of Jakob Jonathan lived in various towns: Stara Iwiczna, Nowa Iwiczna, Jozefoslaw, Orezno, Piaseczno, Duchnie, Nowa Wola, Lomianki, Warszawa.

I will send you two maps of the areas around Warsaw.

In Poland there are two clusters where the persons with the surname Leibrandt (various transcriptions) live. 

The first is Warsaw and surrounding areas.

The second is Gdansk and surrounding areas.

I live in Silesia.

In Gdansk there lives a person whose name, exactly like mine, is Wojciech Leibrandt. I met him in June 2005 r. and we were trying to connect our ancestry lineages unfortunately without any result. He has only the data of is grandfather born in 1877 in Popowo.

I keep in touch with Robert Pawlowski. His great-grandmother was the daughter of Dawid Jonathan, born on 11 February 1788 (page 90). He is a pastor, now retired. He was born in Poland now lives in Germany.
